However, she decided to be proactive and
fight back against this destructive disease.
That's how Project Open Hand was born. It's
important that we always remember our roots
and remain faithful to our founding mission.

From Ruth's vision evolved an organization
that provides vital nutrition and compassion
to some of the neediest individuals in our
community. Over the past 25 years society
has changed radically and our organiza-
tion has deemed it necessary to adapt to
the changing needs of our community. Since
that time Project Open Hand has met a con-
stantly growing demand for a variety of nu-
tritional services. We extended our services
to provide “meals with love” to seniors and to
people who are homebound and critically il
with any serious illness. Now, Ruth’s original
vision of “nutrition with compassion” is shared
with other people in need, people who have
limited social services available to them and
are in need of the comfort that Project Open
Hand's meals provide. We have furthered the
reach of our nutrition services and I'm excited
to announce that our 25th Anniversary marked
the distribution of our 15,000,000th meal and
1,700,000th bag of groceries, thanks to many
generous community supporters.

His first plan of
action is a bake sale and he proudly exclaimed, “My mom
makes a killer toffee and granolal” He plans to station his
bake sale on a busy sidewalk in the downtown area near
his home. He'll make a sign that explains it is a fundraiser
for Project Open Hand. He will even sell the pomegranate
jelly he makes at his “Grammy’s.”

Daniel's next fundraising idea is to sell the fruits and
vegetables that he grows in his impressive garden.

Throughout the year he grows cabbage, beans, tomatoes,
broccoli, chard, cucumber, carrots, basil, lemons, raspberries,
blueberries, grapes, and more. He even plans to start growing
pumpkins in April. Daniel has an amazing knowledge of garden-
ing. As we walked through his garden he exclaimed, ‘I just love
this! I'm so excited!” He explained that he has a
lot of work to do but he is ready for the challenge.

We walked to the front yard to see his fam-
ily's rose garden. “"Smell the red ones, Hannah.
They smell the best!” he advised. | inhaled and
the scent was incredible. Daniel plans to make
bouquets from the roses in his garden and sell
them. Again, all proceeds will go to Project Open Hand.

Daniel is an inspiration. “| really want to help,” he told me.
Daniel’'s desire to help can be a lesson to us all: No one is too
small to make a difference.
